As o f to d ay , the M ay flo w er H otel 

has a new owner. In an unexpected and 
startling turn o f events, a d istric t court 
ju d g e  a w a rd e d  o w n e rs h ip  o f  th e  
lo n g tim e  P ly m o u th  la n d m a rk  to  an 
un id en tified  in v estm en t group  know n 
sim ply as “The T ribe .”

“I ’m stunned,” reports a city official 
who prefers to rem ain anonym ous. “But 
i f  th e s e  in v e s to r s  r e f u r b is h  th e  
M a y f lo w e r  as f a s t  as th e y  to o k  
ow nership, then I ’m all for it.”

U sing a cen tu ries-o ld  agreem ent as 
leverage, “The T ribe” successfully sued 
th e  M a y f lo w e r ’ s o w n e rs , w ho 
reluctantly  turned over the keys to the 
building this m orning. L ittle  is known 
about the m ysterious investors, except 
th a t  m any o f  th e ir  c u r re n t  h o ld in g s

w ere  o b ta in e d  in  a s im ila r  m a n n e r , 
I n c lu d in g  a w e ll-k n o w n  m o v in g  
com pany ju s t last month.

Plymouth recreation:

Why just the Y?
Committee should further explore proposals for municipally run rec.

EDITOR:
Recently, I attended the Plymouth 

City Commission meeting because of a 
rumor I heard, eliminating The City of 
Plymouth’s recreation programs. Boy! 
was I shocked. It was true. The budget 
was only submitted to end September 
or December of this year? What are we 
doing? I moved here because of the 
quality of life Plymouth has to offer, 
w hich  inc ludes rec rea tio n . W hat 
happened to the democratic process of 
gathering information from our community before any decisions 
are made?

W hat is going to happen to Plym outh Soccer? The soccer 
program is run by The City of Plymouth recreation department and 
has 1,200 Plymouth Township and city children playing in the 

program (763 are from the township). The Soccer Club represents 
the largest youth recreation in the community. We are all volunteer 
coaches, assistant coaches, managers and parents.

I ’d first like to ask why our program has no representation on a 
com m ittee  th a t is d ec id ing  the fu tu re  o f rec rea tio n  in the 
community? Who will be running it. Also, why isn’t Tom Willette, 
the city’s recreation director, or at least a recreation professional 
from another community on this committee for input?

Can you give me an example in the 
S ta te  o f M ich igan  w here an 
agreement with a YMCA has worked 
or is working? In communities where 
th ere  is a Y M CA , the “Y ” is a 
com plem en t to the com m unity  
recreation program, thus providing 
m ore recreation  opportun ities for 
re s id en ts . H as anyone from  the 
committee contacted Mike Maisener, 
executive director o f the M ichigan 
Recreation and Park Association for

advice or assistance?
It’s my understanding that there are two proposals. One from 

the YMCA, and another outlining a joint recreation program run 
by the township and the city. Why isn’t this other proposal being 
looked at? Shouldn’t both proposals be evaluated at the same time, 
the pros and cons of each program weighted evenly against each 
other?

I would hope that the committee’s decision not be ru shed tha t 
both  p roposa ls  are re sea rch ed . I w ould  a lso  hope th a t the 
partic ipants o f all recreation  program s have a voice in this 
decision, because these are thejlrople this decision will affect.
