Primarily, it was developed to
establish control by the
council of the administrative
head of the city, and indirect
control of his department
heads, and to eliminate the
election of a long list of ad-
ministrative officers, such as a
treasurer or clerk, who many
times were not .qualified for
e,/the job.

The "Council-Manager plan,
in brief, seeks to streamline
governmenf The council sets
the policy by enacting ordin-
ances, passing resolution and
adopting the budget. It hires
the city manager. The manager

In our city commission
(council), seven men are
elected at large. Each two
years it is possible 1o select
four new persons. At its first
meeting after the election,
the commission meets fo
organize and to elect one of
its members to act as the
mayor and chairman of the
commission. He is the titular
head of the city government.

The city manager has an in-|
definite term of office, and
serves at the pleasure of the
city commission. If four of the
commission members vote to
dismiss him, he is out of office.
He may take part in the dis-
cussion at council meetings,
but has no vote. The city char-
ter states,
shall be selected for designa-
tion by the commission on the
basis of training and ability
alone.” Control over the city
manager is exercised by the
city commission, first, by
being able to dismiss him at|
any time. A second method of
control is through the budget.

If the city commission sees
fit to hire another policeman,
it may do so bi; providing the
money in the budget.

In a sampling of )50 top <tudents, tested in mathe-
matics, language, sldlls, reading, critical thinking and
other subject areas the girls did as well as the boys.

In these pre-Sputnik era tests, three-fourths
of the gifted boys said they planned careers as
scientists or engineers. All indicated they. ed
to graduate from college and two-thirds of them
expected to do graduate work.

With the girls, it was a different story. Although
they matched the bovs in scientific ability, they chose
occupations which were about the same as those of the
average girl. The reason, says the study, is that they
receive little encouragement in our society to go on to
work in that area.

HERE'S A MOST un-
usual story concerning
Mrs. Sarah Wheeler, a
former New Englander,
who found a new career
south of .the border.

Six years ago Mrs.
Wheeler and her husband
went to Costa Rica to visit
a son who had settled
there.

But they had been there
only a few weeks when
tragedy struck.

(Editor‘'s Note — George
Van Peursem is Speaker of
the Michigan House of Rep.

We are reprinting it
in full as a clear declara-
ton of policy by Michgan's
“opposition party.”)

Dear Representative:

With the start of this Legis-
lative session 1 would like
the privilege of expressing to
vou some of the ideas that
have occurred to me and
some of the things I have
learned in travelling around
the State since our last ses-
sion. '

This sessioh may well be .
one of the most important
in state history.

The questions we face are
many and varied, not the
least of which is that of pro-
viding 'a favorable  atmos-
phere for economic expansion
and job opportunities.

As we assemble I am dis-
tressed, as you must be, 1o

, |learn that manufacturing em-

ployment in our state during
1957 was at the lowest point
since 1949, according to the

i /Michigan Employment Se-

curity Commission, and that

the outlook for the present

vear is not good.

This situation is aggravat-
ed in part by the intense com-
petition between states today
for industry, which means
competition for jobs. Almost
every state in the Union is
going to great lengths to in-
duce new industry to estab-
lish within its borders, and to
present attractive pictures
for plant expansions based on
“‘economic climate.”

Pennsylvania, for example,
just last month advertised in
the New York Times that it
had established a “‘climate”
favorable to business expan-
sion as a result of legislative
actions. Pennsylvania had
been troubled by the loss of
industry to Ohio. North Caro-
lina has recently revised its
tax program with a view
towards attracting more in-
dustrial jobs to that state.

I took the time to check
Michigan’s unemployment
with that of other states and
learned that many of our
neighbors are much better off
than we. In Michigan, the
rate of unemployment claims
compared to the total num-
ber covered by unemploy-
ment compensation benefits
is 4.7 per cent. In Ohio, it is
only 2.9 per cent,. in Illinois
24 per cent, in Indiana 2.9
per cent, and in Wisconsin 2.8
per cent.

I bring this to your at-
tention because I believe it
is vitally important that we
come to grips with reality
and not iry %o brush our
economic iroubles aside as
mere political in-fighting —
the stakes are too high. ‘

Michigan needs the full. co-
operation- of all branches of
government and all elected
officials to establish a stable
atmosphere for economic
gains.
There are many lecal,: re-

gional, and state-wide or
ganizations which have don:
and are doing an excellen
job promoting Michigan: th
chambers of commerce, de
velopment bureaus, city gov
lernments, and many other:
along with the State Econo
mic Development Commis
sion. The Commission is ini.
tiating a program of asking
125 businessmen to act a:
‘‘ambassadors'’ for Michigar
—they must have a good
product to sell! :

‘Michigan has a great
deal to offer — a highly
skilled and abundant work
force which has won world-
wide recognition for its
ability to produce; excel-
lent government service:
an educational system
which ranks among the top
in the nation: great institu-
tions of higher education;
good tiransportation facili-
ties: fine year-round recre-
ational facilities; abundant
supplies of water so essen-
tial to industrial develop-
ment; and- very soon, the
St. Lawrence Seaway will
bring the ocean to our door,
giving us the opportunity
to expand our position as
one of the leaders in trade
and commerce. b

Compared with many other
states, we really are in an
enviable position. We have
every resource needed to be
far ahead of our neighboring
states in industrial expansion
and development.

This is a great' story for
our many promotional groups
and our state “‘ambassadors’’
to ;sell. But it needs some-
thing more — it needs that
“climate'’ or ‘‘atmosphere”

We can help establish the
right kind of atmosphere by
our actions in this session. 1
is one of the duties and re
sponsibilities we face as
members of the Michigar
House of Representatives
Re-inspiring .confidence ir
Michigan is one of the dutie:

<egislature. Michigan tax-
rayers always deserve this
*onsideration. I sense, as you
nust, that there is among
laxpayers a growing rebel-
ion against taxation and hea-
vy spending by any unit of
jovernment. The tax bite is
being felt deeply by every-
ne, and it appears that there
will be no rehef on a Federal
level in wview of national de-
{ense needs. It- is our job,
then, to provide for each of
Michigan's state services to
the maximum consistent with
sound economic and fisca
policy. 2
I suggest that we explore
the possibilities of continuing
our capital outlay program
through the same means as
that created by the Legisla-
ture to build the new State
Office building.
In the field of education, we
must see to it that the pres-
ent school aid bill pays out in
full. If there is insufficient
money in the school aid fund,
it must be supplemented with
further appropriations. For
the next year, we must do at
least as well as we have been
doing on a State level and
provide as wmuch improve-
ment as  we possibly can
achieve 'within forseeable
revenues.
