Pay increases for all clas-
sified personnel of the Ply-
mouth Community School
District were approved at
Monday night's regular meet-
ing, with one board member
voting “no" on the proposal.

The em ploy e e relations
committee, headed by board
member Robert Utter, pre-
sented proposed pay in-
creases in accordance with
the estimated 3% pay hike
authorized during the spring
millage vote.

At that time voters ap-
proved a 3.25 operating
millage increase, which in-
cluded, among other things,
a 3% across the board in-
crease for all employees,
and money for the normal
salary increments.

Board member J. D. Mc-
Laren voted ‘“no’” on each
raise. In voting he said:

“I object to the $74,000 as
the figure we sold the voters
as needed for built in salary
incréements, and we have ex-
ceeded that by approximately
20%. I have no objection to
the raise itself. But the fact
that we agreed on one figure
and are now exceeding it I
don't like." y

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One way of interpreting the results
of Monday's school board election
here in the Plymouth Community is
to view the victory of Robert S. Jen-
kins over an incumbent as a sign of
some dissatisfaction.

In a hackneyed phrase, the natives
were apparently restless.

A relatively select group of resi-
dents normally votes in school dis-
trict elections where no tax monies
are at stake. They are the natives
teachers and school personnel and
parents of students.

While the turnout Monday repre-
sented far less than 15 ner cent of the
registered voters (a deplorable fig-
ure, but apparently taken as a matter
of course in school balloting) those
who did vote gave Jenkins what
amounted to a five to three margin
over incumbent Robert Utter.

And although Farrand School par-
ents, having gone through a winter of
discontent with overcrowded facili-
ties, played an important part in the
results, analysis of returns indicates
that Jenkins would have won handily
without them.

Jenkins worked hard for his win
and we would take nothing away from
it but it seems that his victory is less
meaningful than the loss of incumbent
Robert Utter—whose defeat is not so
much a personal affront as expression
of a desire for change in the board
as a whole.

Based on the election, we think it
would behoove the board, including
Jenkins and members of longer stand-
ing, to ask themselves what changes
—if any—should be made.

As an organization that is in con-.

stant contact with many segments of
Plymouth Community society, The
Plymouth Mail would offer these
comments:

® The public as a whole does
not seem greatly sympathetic to the
school board or its policies and
programs.

® People, and particularly par-
ents of school children, have ex-
pressed the opinion that the board
seems coldly unconcerned about the
problems and welfare of children—
especially when it relates to facili-
ties and crowded conditions.

® There is an impression that

~ Fence mending needed

the board neither solicits nor wants
expressions of opinion from par-
ents; and that it would prefer to
operate without disconcerting and
raucous interruption from without.

Some of this is unearned and un-
merited. Byt it seems to us that
other aspec?s of the criticism are
richly deserved.

Admittedly, being a school board
member is a time consuming, tedious
and often thankless job. Even so, we
feel there are steps which could be
taken to improve the public’s concept
of the board of education.

(1) Attitude. The electorate is
not an unintelligent group. Board
members could well afford to take
pains to treat them as mature vot-
ers with real problems and not as
caterwauling kids.

(2) Environment. The room
where board meetings are held is
small and cramped and potentially
stuffy. Meetings might be held in
surroundings more conducive to
citien attendance and participation.
Junior High School East is located
just in back of ' administrative of-
fices. It would provide a more
spacious setting.

(3) Frequency. With the ex-
panding growth rate of the district,
all business obviously cannot be
transacted at one open meeting.
Fewer committee meetings and
more open sessions are in order.
They would, in addition, impress
upon the public that the school
board is not a private organization
to which they have limited access.

{4) Timing. ‘“‘Comments and
suggestions from citizens’’ is in-
variably at the tail 'end of the
board’s meeting agenda. Since
voters are paying the piper, they
should be able to call the tune with-
out undue waiting and delay.

In conclusion, The Plymouth Mail
interprets Monday’'s school election
as a call for public relations fence
mending on the part of the Plymouth
Community School District Board of
Education.

Our growth rate being what it is,
problems will multiply in the near
future and rapport with the public is
vital now and will be increasingly
important in the future.

Isbister: Let's say in the Joy Rd.-Haggerty area. Ele-
mentary school No. 8 will be built here . . . a Septem-
ber, 1967 school.

Mail: Exactly when will talks on a new high school be-
come public?
Isbister: 1 think the board will activate an advisoby
committee to assist for plan}ing of a second high
school. Planning will get underway next year. The
bonds could be sold by 1967; construction started for
completion in 1968. We can’t suddenly catapult from
one gigh school into two full-blown high schools. The
question is how do we do this.

Blunk: We don’t want to over-build. Good planning
dictates full usage of buildings, as you are building.
Mail: Exactly when will the advisory committee be
appointed?

Isbister: My recommendation to the board would be
to appoint an advisory committee in the next school
year.

Mail: When do you forsee an end to the modified pay-
as-you-go financing system?

Isbister: We are shuffling off it. Last year we floated
two year bonds. This year - five year bonds. After that
we will be on long term bonds. This (the name pay-
as-you-go) is my technicality. But these have been
bond issues. We used the same procedures you would
use in a 25-year bond. We didn’t have to vote it be-
cause the state says a district may issue bonds for two
per cent of assessed valuation less current total indebt-
edness . . . We will borrow again in June 1966.

Mail: Then we are no longer on pay-as-you-go?
Isbister: We've been off it for two years.

Mail: How will the new high school be financed?
Isbister: Long term bonds.

Mail: What about Th@&even mills voted in 19557
Isbister: That would be ample. It has to be revoted.
It will be ‘paid off in '66. I'm sure that we can keep
the levy at 2.8 and make the final payments.

Mail: Does the fact that this is the first year that we
have had a net gain over the school year in students
affect plans?

Isbister: The net gain has been 125.
Blunk: It indicates that it will happen again next year
and we will plan accordingly.

Mail: Will we reach our projected 7,000 next year?
Isbister: Where are they coming from? I'd say less
than that.

Blunk: I would predict 6850 or 6900 at the beginning
of the year. I think it may go to 7,000 during the year
. . . by May.

Mail: Is it possible to buy sites ahead of time, and sell
or trade them later? -

Isbhister: Yes.

Mail: Do we do that?

Isbister: We haven’'t. We own two sites other than the
elementary No. 7 site.

Blunk: How much money should a school district tie
up in sites? The second high school site needs attention
this year.

Mail: Can we add the cost of performance bonds to
school costs to better guarantee schools being done on
time?

Isbhister: We've talked about it a number of times.
Those who have experience with it personally say that
your initial bidding is going to be high. It's costly to
do it. As far as we can determine, this is rarely done.
