“To our best knowledge,
we anticipate up to 8,000
claims per year when the

Hare noted. “Based on this
and an average claim of
$1,000, the Fund would be
paying out $8million in
claims per year.

""There were 215,000 un-
insured drivers registered
last fiscal year. With this
number paying $35 inte

Hare said Michigan's ex-
perience in the Fund is
unique ;because there is no
other program like it in the
United States.

“Even the Ontario experi-
ence cannot be used as a
good example, because the
Fund there was evolved
gradually from an unsatis-
fied judgment program.”

Hare said a study .of insur-
ance industry methods has
shown that it will take from
three to five years of experi-
ence with the Fund to deter-
mine whether the rate of
fees paid are adequate and
reasonable.

“The reason riots happen
in America is because the
American government
doesn't demand respect from
its people.”

A Hungarian freedom
fighter gave his views to
The Observer on the recent
racial riots that have occurr-

ed throughout the country.

He has been living in
Observerland for 11 years.
He said that he didn’t want

| his name to be given be-

cause he still had relatives
living in Hungary. "My
mother and brother might
be punished because I

spoke out against the Rus-
sians,” he said.

“In Hungary a man would
be hung in the town square
for looting, throwing a fire
bomb, or for the simple act
of breaking a window., -After
two or three people had been
hung there wouldn’'t be any

more trouble from anyone.”

“If something like this had
been done, the riots in Amer-
ica would have stopped,” he
said.

The freedom fighter said
that in comparision to Hun-
gary the people in America,
especially the Negro, have
nothing to complain about.

Although summer is reach-
its mid-point, the start of the
fall school term, Sept. 6§ for
Garden City youngsters, is
only about a month away.

Books, supplies and equip-
ment are arriving with daily
deliveries being made to the
various buildings and facili-
ties in readiness for the start
of the school year. Audio-
Visual. equipment, typewrit-
ers and.various other labora-
tory equipment- are being

The projected enrollment
of youngsters is for 13,663
plus an additional 130 young-
sters in various Special Edu-
cation Programs.

A teaching staff will see
563 teachers in the system,
an increase of 15 over the
previous year. There remains
a need for an additional
junior high’ school ‘' Science
Math combination teacher as
well as a number of elemen-
tary positions yet to be fill-
ed.

' The paradox aside—Miss
Dennis dominates the film
which is currently showing
at the Livonia Cinema II.

All sorts of other actors
have credits at the beginning
of the film, but the only
standout is Miss Dennis.

The film tells the story of
an articulate, bright-eyed
young teacher who arrives at
a slum school in New York
City with visions of awaken-
ing her students to the won-
ders of knowledge.

Her discovery that she
barely has time to teach after
maintaining discipline and ﬁ
filling out all the necassary
forms almost defeats her.
However, true to the old
American tradition she
“saves” one student and is
miraculously rejuvenated.

While the acting is ex-
cellent, the photography
above average, and the mu-
sic good the story line
leaves something to be de-
sired.

Christopher Plummer open-
ed last week at the Stratford
Shakespearean Festival in
“Anthony and Cleopatra.”
Earlier film commitments de-
layed his appearance at the
Festival. Originally, he was
to appear in “Richard III.”

It was a welcome relief to
enjoy Plummer’s fine sensi-
tivity as. an actor after too
long an absence from™ the
Stratford Festival. The movie
moguls have kept this bril-
liant Shakespearean actor too
busy during the past four
years. His “Cyrano” still lives
vividly as a true masterpiece.

Plummer's Anthony has a
sweep and grandeur about it.
You thrill to his moments of
high mage, admire his con-
trolled vigor injected in just
the proper amounts, and con-
template in awe at the depth
of his characterization.

Under the astute direc-
tion of Michael Langham
“Anthony and Cleopatra”
swirls along with the speed
of = Roman chariot. Char-
aclers propel themselves
swiftly and efficiently.
Scenes tumble one upon
the other. It is said that
Shakespeare back in 1508
conceived the play as one
continuous action broken
only for a short interlude
during the two-hour traf-'
fic of his stage.

And so it is with this ener-
getic production of “Anthony
and Cleopatra.” Only one ex-
ception mars {the evening's
full appteclat.ion. Zoe CQald-
well as Cleopatra appears to
be miscast. You almost sense
her uneasiness as she strives
nobly about the Stratford

stage. There is a harshness|
where softness should be. |

Miss Caldwell has always|
been a brilliant comedienne. !
As Cleopatra she has some |
excellent moments when be-
rating the messenger for
bringing such bad news about
her Anthony. Her love scenes
left old Wally cool and indif-
{erent.

Cleopatra has always sym-
bolized 'love incarnate. Her
worldly charms, her volup-
tousness, her sensuous physi-
cal proportions all conspire to
give her the title of the orig-
inal Sex Kitten. Miss Cald-
well, even with the topless de-
sign of her costumes that
gave total exposure to her
lovely buxom breasts, could
not generate the charm and
kindly light as necessary for
proper feminine mystique.

Sirangely enough the
military aspects of “An-
thony and Cleopatra™ had
a sounder, more tealistic
ring to them than the tor-
rid love scenes. Remember-
ing the fine job that Direc-
tor Llngham did with the
militant “Henry V' last
Year shou]d come as no sur-
prise.

Yet it would seem that the
yards of poetry, the lyrical
quality of “Anthony and
Cleopatra” should have
emerged more clearly than it
did. William Hutt as Enobar-
bus did what he couid to-re-
tain the poetical atmosphere.
His description of the Egyp-
tian Queen and her burnish-
ed barge were heavenly mo-
ments of pure word-magic.

Director Langham could
have cut the second half of
the production by about one-
half hour and most of the
patrons would have breathed

Cleopatra” is a fairly strong
Shakespearean drama, but it

I guess half an “Anthony
and Cleopatra” is better than
none at all. There’s enough
good in this production to
give it a passing mark, As al-
ways at Stratford the set-
tings, lighting effects, and
the costumes reach a breath-
taking perfection,

Here’s Guide For Buying

Dressmaker Scissors

A pair of bent-handle
dressmaker’s shears and a
pair of scissors. make up a
minimum set of sewing tools,
says Bernice J. Tharp, exten-
sion clothing specialist of The
Pennsylvania State Univer-
sity. il

Shears are for heavy cut-
ting jobs. The bent handle
allows the blade to lie flat
against the cutting surface
and there is less tendency to

you can keep the blades in
proper adjustment.
If you're left-handed, you

might like left-handed shears |

and scissors, suggests Miss
Tharp. Electric shears may
be a wise buy, for they save
time and do a good cutting
job. You can use them for
bulky fabrics as well as for
lightweight ones. But you
must do all cutting on a flat
surface, she adds.

This makes the rebuilding
job terribly difficult, for if you
dont know why a building
fell down it’s very hard to put
it up again and feel secure that
it won't collapse another time.

Pax;ticularly if buildings have = |

been falling dowp in Detroit, and
Newark, and Tampa, and Watts,

‘and just about everywhere we

have cities in this country,
There does seem, however, to
be some evidence which hints at
what may be one of the causes,
and it comes out of looking at the
sort of people who have rioted.

. Daniel Moynihan, the director
of the Harvard-MIT Joint Center
for Urban Affairs and one of the
most thoughtful men now study-
ing the sickness in our cities, has
suggested that the people who
did the rioting came from the
“urban under class.”

- Moynihan '§ays that this class
is sharply, even radically differ-
ent from anything known in sub-

* urbia.

“The basic conditions that
would appear necessary for the
formation of such a class have
clearly existed in our cities for
a generation now,” he says,

“First, and uppermost, is un-
emplovment. The depression has
never ended for the slum Negro,

“To unemployment, add low
wages, add miserable housing,
add vicious and pervasive
forms of racial discrimination,
compound it with an essential-
ly destructive welfare system
and a social scientist would
have every ground on which to
predict violence in this violent
coﬁntry."

Moynihan adds that of the Ne-
gro youths reaching 18 in this
ctass, some six out of 10 have
been at some time supported by
Aid to Dependent Children nro-
grams. He also points out that
perhaps two-thirds of the fami-
lies in this class have been
broken up.

This may or may not'be true,
like all generalizations.

But if Moynihan is even par-
tially right in claiming that the
riots are involved with people
in this new class, we might think
about two things if we're going
to do any rebuilding worth any-
thing at all:

I) If this is a new class. its
members are going to feel more
allegiance to their class than to
American society in general, par-
ticularly if we reflect that our
society has had a lot to do with
bringing them to the grim posi-
tion thev are at now.

This is perhaps a partial ex-
planation of the real thrust of
the black power advocates,
who claim that the Negro's

~only real allegiance can be
with other Negroes.

2) If this is a new class, and if
it's as angryv and dispossessed as
Movnihan feels, then it will clash
sharply with the rest of our sup-
posedly classless society.,

Karl Marx, in writing about
the working class, predicted a
never-ending 'escalation of con-
flict between the capitalists and
the workers. He argued that the
only way the workers could get
justice was by revolution.

Many countries proved him
wrong. Society evolved, and

“members of the “working class”

found themselves able to make
a better and better life for them-
selves, to the point where they
were able to feel themselves
fully a part of their society.

I wonder if our society will
have the flexibility, the caring
and the simple humanity to
evolve in the same way?

Plymouth Attorneywwg;;
Nonsense Wins Again!

There's a lot more nonsense
than sense in the doings of the

Plymouth City Commission — a #

situation that has existed for
much too long. Perhaps it's time
the voters looked into a rather
perplexing problem ., . one that
needs answering.

The big ‘question is how can
one group of men, elected to set
the policies for the city govern-
ment, drag their feet so long be-
fore making a decision and see-
ond how can Plymouth City Com-
mission justify going out of the
city to hire top men for the vari-
ous administrative and legal po-
sitions.

The most nonsensical action
was taken Monday night when
the Commission, with one dis-
senting vote and one member ab-
sent, went to Garden City to hire
controversial Charles Lowe for
City Attorney, .

In effect what the Commis-
sion has said is that there aren’t
any lawyers in the City capable
of handling the city’s legal af-
fairs. We doubt that this is true.

It would be our opinion that most

of the lawyers in Plymouth—and
there are plenty of pood ones—
wouldn't touch the post with a
12-foot pole. The harassing tactics
used in badgering Thomas Healy,
who resigned effective a week
ago, are well known to the mem-
bers of the Plymouth legal pro-
fession. ;

Perhaps the truth of the mat-
ter is that the Commissioners,
who can’t seem to agree on any-
thing, couldn't get together this
time and then went outside of
the community to approve a rec-
ommendation of Mavor James
Jabara of the Garden City attor-
ney, who has offices in South-
field. ' ‘

There isn’t any question that
Lowe is a controversial figure.
He is -a former Garden City
Mayor and City Clerk and was
defeated as a candidate for a

judgeship last fall. He was one -

of the key witnesses in the much-

publicized case involving the site .

purchase for the present Garden
City municipal building. The case
finally went to the Grand Juror.

It was Lowe who called the
attention of officials to some dis-
crepancies in the land deal. We
aren't disputing the fact that
Lowe is a respected member of
the bar and an excellent lawyer,
we are only calling attention to
the fact that the City Commis-
sion has hired a controversial fig-
ure and created additional con-
troversy by going out of the city
for legal counsel,

It most certainly appears
strange that the Commission
hasn’t been able to find a resi-
dent of Plymouth for any of the
top positions filled ig the past
three years,

Just to elaborate — the Com-
mission went to Marysville, O.,
to hire City Manager Richard
Blodgett, after having Kenneth
Fisher, who also served as Police
Chief and Director of Publie
Safety, fill the position for al-
most a year. Again we have no

" quarrel with the present City

Manrager but we do believe the
Commission wasn't entirely right
in-the way it handled this situa-

-tio

The Commissioners couldn't
find a City Clerk anywhere in the
area or the state, they had to go
all the way to Denver to hire Eu-
gene Slider. Of course, the fact
that he had served in Ann Arbor
may have taken out some of the
sting of the appointment. But
then one wonders whether there
wasn’t someone in the City who
could have qualified.

The Commissioners were un-
able to find-a suitable candidate
for Police Chief, following the
resignation of Fisher, and once
again went out of town, to Flint
to bring in Robert Corrington. It
appears to be a good choice but
it most certainly has discourageéd
career policemen. e

And now, the Commissionera
couldn’t agree on either of two
candidates, Patrick Foley and J,

Rusling Cutler, both city. resi- :

dents and taxpayers. Both are
qualified, each is known to be an

. excellent lawver and each would
have liked the work. But the

rass always appears to be green-
er-on the other side of the road
as far as the City Commission is
concerned. " '
Perhaps it might be wise to
point out to the Commission that
there are persons in the City
available for these jobs and most
would prefer to make a living in
the city of their choice,

Then again, it might be smart *

for the Commission to explain
the criteria upon which it makes
its selections and why it feels it
has to go out of the city to fill
the vacancies.

Indeed it is true that theirs
is a world void of hope, of
expectation, of satisfaction,
of stability. It is a world
where the police can arrive
in five minutes, but it takes
months to ‘get the builc!‘;ng
code inspector in.

It is a world where the in-
habitants feel every rent day
is a looting day. It is a world
where you learn to distrust
outsiders because someway,
somehow, they always mean
bad news to you.

You need to keep an eyve
on your mirrors and scales.
They say the magic number
is 25. Your ideal weight at
the age 25 is the best weight
for the rest of your life. Doc-
tors warn that every extra

pound you put on over your |-

ideal weight invites trouble
« . - and a short, but not so
merry life.

No one food makes vou fat.
It's the sum of all foods eaten
during the day that puts on
pounds, or takes them off.
All foods have calories.

And what is a calorie?
A calorie is a measure of
the amount of heat (enmex-
gy) which the body can get
from certain amounts of
foods. Take in more calo-
ries than you spend in
energy and the exira ones
store up in bumps and
bulges. Take in less than
you spend and you draw
on the stored up fat for

- energy——and fat vanishes.

Cut those calories! One
simple way is to substitute
Jow-calorie foods for high
ones.

That doesn’t mean you
can't have your cake and eat
it too. You can ... by choos-
ing an unfrosted cupcake
(130 calories), instead of a
frosted delight €160 calories);
a fresh peach for dessert (35
calories) instead of lemon
meringue pie (300 calories).
Take vanilla ice cream (145
calories) instead of a fancy
sundae (375 calories).

The Three B's are also an
aid in dieting. They are Bake,
Boil and Broil — instead of
fry. Just look what the skil-
let can do. A serving of fried
fish counts 305 calories. If
baked, it's 195 calories.

® Breakfast is a very im-

- portant meal. Don't skip it.

® Really taste your food
instead of gulping it down.
Eat slowly.

® Convince _ yourself that
you will be able to like what
you have to eat, even though
it may not be a favorite now.

® Don't cheat yourself.
Be honest.

e Don't let your friends
tempt vou “‘just this once.”

®[ose a small amount
each week.

® Promise yourself a re-
ward when you lose the first
10 pounds — a new smaller
size dress or a celebration
out.

Beware of fad diets.
They come and go like fads
in dress. They are not suit-
able for long periods. They
are dangerous if they con-
sist of foods which do not
contain nutrients the bedy
needs.

‘Vitamin - mineral supple-
ments can not take the place
of food, and fad diets ‘don't
help form good food habits.

Good quality finish floors
are essential for a truly well
built home even though it is
carpiied at the outset. Tae

“Without good looking fin-
ish floors you have no choice
but to re-carpet, whether you
really want to or not. And
this can put quite a dent in
your budget, especially if you
choose good quality carpet-
ing. It can cost two or thrze
times as much as top grade
strip oak flooring for similar
area.

“Resale value is another
important consideration. Real
estate agents say that oak
{loors, traditionally a mark
of quality construction in a
Jome, add sales appeal and
value to a house. Willins ex-
plained:

“Thz prospective buyer of
a carpeted home may not like |
carpeting, or perhaps doesa’t
like its color. Or mayba the
carpeting is worn or badly
spotted. Replacement ¢an run
into four figures. If there are
no finish floors und:irneath,
the appeal of the house can
suffer considerably, perhaps
enough to kill the sale.

“If there is fine oak floor-
ing beneath the carpeting,

economy waich the original
buyer cf the house as well as
succeeding owners, is likely
to regret.

That is the position taken
by many buwldzrs, and, not
surpcisingly, endorsed by
hardwood flooring producers.

The issue has beea brought
to the fore by the current
practice of some builders of
skimping on costs by offer-
ing carpeting over concrete
slab basis or over plywood
subflooring, witaout finished
floors.

“This is a poor practice,”
says Henry "H. Willins, ex-
ecutive vice president of the
National Qak Flooring Man-
ufacturers’ Association.

“Carpeting lasts only a few
vears at best,” he declares.
“I1t ther:zfore should not be
included for long term fi-
nancing as is som:at.mes done.
Under such an arrangement
the heme owner could still be
paying princ'pal and interest
on carp:ting that had long
since worn out and been ro-
placed,

“That is bad enough. But
of even greaier concern to

however, the problem does
not exist, The carpeting can
simply be removed and a new
decorative plan used which
capitalizes on the natural
beauty of the oak, which
lasts the life of a house.

“Aside from this, in the
case of a concrete slab-on-
ground home, one should con-
sider the added foot comfort
and warmth provided by oak
floors.

“A concrete slab, even
when covered by carpeting, is
hard and unyielding, tiring
on the f:et. Oak floors have
surprising resilience. Applied
aver coacrete, they act as a
cushion. Foot doctors recom-
mend them for that reason.

“And because of their nat-
ural insulating property,
wood floors retard heat loss.
They stay warmer in winter
and make the house easier to
heat.”

Moreover, Willins adds,
the hardwood provides a
firm, smooth base for carpet-

ing—much smoother than al

concrete slab and much more
substantial than simple ply-
wood subflooring or subfloor-
ing plus thin underlayment.

In a house of joist con-
struction, too, hardwood
floors contribute importantly
to the structural strength of
the building,

“The dentist is perhaps the

only health professional en-

' cased in a five-by-eight room
{from nine till five, four and
a half days a week, with no
relation to the community
around him,” says S: Stephen
Kegeles, Ph.D., a specialist in
community health adminis-
tration.

As his friends know him,
explained Dr. Kegeles, the
private dental practitioner
will relax by building stereo
sets and a recreation room in
his basement and playingp
golf one afternoon a week —
typically with another den-
tist.

He has no connection
with a hospital or a school.
except for belonging to the
PTA wheze his children go
to school. More important
the older private dental
practitioner has always
wanted to be just that way.
Being independent, being
his own boss, was a prime
attraction for him to den-
tistry in the first place.

“As a result, it is the phy-

sician who is seen now by the
community as ‘Mr. Medicine’
or ‘Mr. Health’—not the den-
tist.” Before the dentist can
expect the community to lis-
ten to his health message, Dr.
Kegeles says, the dentist
must gain recognition as one
spokesman for the communi-
ty health team.

“If one looks at the slow
rate of adoption of fluori-
dation in the country or at
the failure of so many pec-
ple to seek preventive den-
tal care. it seems obvious
