State needs to move ahead
In addressing energy issues

Two weeks ago, the Michigan Senate passed a bill set-

ting renewable energy standards for state government..

The bill would require that the state purchase at least 25

percent of electrical energy from renewable sources by

2025.

~ Environmentalists called it a good first step, but it’s
far from the comprehensive energy package that some

have expected. The Senate and the House have each -

been struggling with a number of energy-related issues.
Getting all parties to agree has been difficult and differ-
ences don't always break along partisan lines. .
Environmentalists are fighting efforts to bring new
coal-fired electrical plants online. They are pushing for
‘higher RPS, which would involve replacing a percent-
age of coal-generated electricity with such alternatives
as wind, solar, biomass, geothermal and hydro. They are
also pushing energy-efficiency programs that would pro-
vide some kind of tax credit for more efficient energy use.
But alternative energy sources are controversial.
Michigan has a good wind supply in some areas off of
Lake Michigan, but many object to the unsightly wind-
mills needed to capture that energy. Solar is promising,
but Michigan has fewer sunny days than most other
states. Utility companies are concerned whether they can
meet the standards being discussed in the Legislature.
"+ Another issue is Public Act 141; which led to the par-
tlal deregulatlon of electric utlhtles The act allowed for
choice in the purchase of electricity, which has saved

some large power customers money but may be creating =

higher rates for others. Utilities want to limit that choice.

State Sen. Bruce Patterson, R-Canton, is in the middle
of these issues as chair of the Senate Energy Policy and
Public Utilities Committee. He says the Senate will be
moving on energy issues over the next two months. He
has long sought an overall approach to regulated and

" unregulated energy issues. c

We continue to support a move toward a h1ghe1 RPS
for the state. We understand the complexity in dealing
with these issues and the contending stakeholders. But

our state needs to address these issues from a broad per-

spective that assures our energy needs, protects our envi-
ronment and keeps us in step with other states in energy
pohcy ;

(In Michigan, unemployment remains
above 7 percent.)

not showing a lot of concern for those people
who tried to realize the American dream by

buying houses with loans they couldn’t afford
(no matter how much reassurance they got from
their lenders).

Ronald Reagan ran agamst Jimmy Carter
with a question, “Are you better off now than
you were four years ago?”

Guess the answer to that is obv1ous

Bernanke cautiously allowed that maybe the
slowdown might become a recession.

Mlchlgan will no longer be in the “one-state

Tecession” that has provided fodder for politi-

cians over the past four years. We are now a
bellwether for the dangers of distorted trade
policies that encourage major corporations to

~ take their manufacturing overseas.

Of course, these figures only suggest what is
going on. We know that in some communities
unemployment is always high and a recession
only makes it that much more difficult to break
away from those communities. Investments

start to dry up, crime rises and the mlsery mdex

soars.

SEMCOG released its 2035 Forecast for
southeast Michigan on Friday showing low
population growth, a swiftly aging population
and puny job prospects over the next 25 years (if

" everything works out right).

We know the measures for official recessions
come into play long after ordinary people have

been foreclosed or taken some other hit from the
economy that “isn't in a recession, everything’s
fine.” That’s been the assurance from the presi-

dent, who is more concerned about the situation .

in Iraq than the situation on Woodward.

" Ordinary people have been in recession for

a while, though some conservatives still cava-
lierly joke about people having to cut back on
their purchase of a flat screen television or, in
the case of the president, suggesting that all the
country needs is for people to go out and buy -
things, even if they are made in China.

The New Pornographers have carried the
label of Canadian supergroup around since.
the indie powerpop powerhouse got its start
around 1997. A.C. (Carl) Newman strayed
from his Zumpano bandmates long enough
to draft a host of uber-talented musicians
into the fold — including alt-country singer
Neko Case and noted filmmaker Blaine
Thurier.

Vancouver’s John Collins was among
them from the start. Collins plays everything
from bass to glockenspiel on the band’s
latest album — a dizzying journey titled
Challengers released by Matador in 2007.

In arecent conversation with FILTER,
he recalled the early days of The New
Pornographers. “I knew everybody
pretty well before I started play-
ing,” he said. At his Vancouver-
based JC/DC Studio, Collins - -
had recorded Zumpano. He
played in Dan Bejar’s project,
Destroyer, as well as his own,
Superconductor. And as for
Neko, he said, she was “more or .
less around constantly”

“We were all friends,” said Collins. -

“It was pretty organic. Carl had been work-
ing on a couple of solo tracks and they sort of
weren't totally panning out.” With Carl “tin-

kering around” his studio and Dan express- -

ing interest in forming aband, the New
Pornographers came together on its own.

Expecta little of everything — with the
likely exception of Dan’s New York ode,
Myriad Harbour. Despite that the song
was released as a single in Europe, the band
toured without performing it due to his
absence.

Though Carl can hit those notes he’s not
likely to sing a too-close-for-comfort line like

As always, it’s hard to guess just what’s in
store — but it’s bound to be impressive.

The Detroit Institute of Arts’ Friday
Night Live series hits new heights this
week with two performances by the
Aerial Angels. The circus style of these
acrobats breathes life into the ¢urrent
exhibition Life’s Pleasures: The Ashcan
Artists Brush with Leisure.

Taking a cue from paintings like
William Glackens’ Hammerstein’s Roof
Garden, the grace, strength and bal-
ance of tightrope walking will take over
the corridors of the museum tomorrow
night.

Zay Weaver of Kalamazoo will be
among the gravity-defying divas to
perform. For the Angels’ first show at
the DIA, she said audiences can expect

Chinese ingredients like scalhons Spemahtles are from Chenni, Delhi and

Ashoka, owned by Raveen Reddy, who is from southern Indla, is the name of

Indian royalty. Reddy’s family in India owns several Ashoka restaurants and a
‘very posh, well-respected hotel there. .

My favorite aspect of Ashoka — with its rich burgundy and gold colors and
large, spacious dining room — is the $8.95 weekday lunch buffet; available until
2:30 p.m. and $9.95 on weekends. It’s a good way to see which dish you may want
to order at dinner. After all, Ashoka. has more than 125 item choices on its long
menu.

. While lunch buffets are a staple at most Indian restaurants, Ashokas is one of
the best. Even 20 minutes before it closes, the dishes are still fresh and hot. The

.naan is still soft and delivered to your table.

If you're vegan, tell the waitstaff to skip the chicken or else a sizzling two-piece
tikka baked in a tandoor will be served to your table during the buffet (included
in the cost).

Still, for vegetarlans and vegans, the ch01ces, even at the buffet, are large

Try the vegetable samosa — mildly spiced potatoes and peas wrapped in flour.
The baby corn pepper salt is dusted in corn starch and fired with spices. Some of
the dishes are hot — so if you can’t handle it, discuss it with the staff. One of my
favorite items is Cauliflower Manchurian which is batter fried. Also try the Ysore
Masala Dosa made with lentil, rice flour, green chilies and vegetables. And the
saucy dishes like Aloo Gobi — spicy cauliflower and potatoes cooked with ginger,
tomatoes and herb. The basmati rice with fruits, nuts and saffron is also unique.

There’s also sambar, rice, salad, dal and rice pudding with the buffet.

But nothing beats the eggplant Baingan Bartha. ' :

“Hijin, hilar-
ity and mayhem
ensue,” said co-
producer Shawn
Uridge, 26, a grad-
uate of Harrison
High School. “It’s
really a comedy

that appears to be

a horror movie.”

Uridge met

“Bite Me’s” direc-
tor Kris Smith in film classes at
Ford Tech Center in Westland, where.’
Smith is originally from. They worked
together on small projects before sink-
ing their teeth into “Bite Me.”

“We decided it was time to make a
feature film,” Uridge explained. “Kris
said he always wanted to do an ‘80s
movie, and when we were working out
the idea it seemed to fit really well. We
were able to make fun of the ‘80s, as
well as horror movies of the ‘80s.”

The pair teamed up with co-produc-
er Toem Ensor, 26, also of Farmington,

sand recruited a cast of 15 actors, all
from Michigan, along with behind-
~the-scenes help.

It took two weeks to write the script,

. which incorporates many catch phras-
es of the decade — lncludmg the title
phrase ‘Bite Me.’

“It’s set specifically in 1988, which
we convey a little bit through the
dialogue, the slang of the day, props,
costumes and makeup, and numerous
pop culture references,” said Uridge,

* who recalls the ‘80s from elementary
school.

Cast and crew spent 13 days over
two months’ time shooting the film in
Farmington Hills, Livonia, Dearborn,
Roseville and downtown Detroit.
Outdoor scenes were shot in Hines.
Park, office scenes in Novi, and the
main character’s apartment in Canton.

After a month and a half of post-
production, the film is now' ready for

“After the premiere we’ll look at pos-
sible film festivals to submit to, and
find a distributor who wants to buy it

“and put it out there,” Uridge said.

-Downes and Executive Producer Dave
